81. THE PASTURE - GREEN FLAG MYSTERY SHOPPING - INTERIM QUALITY ASSESSMENT 

 

A Green Flag Award mystery shop on the Pasture took place on 11 September 2016.  The 
Green Flag status is allowed to remain with a few issues to be addressed. In response to the 
comments on the signage at the entrance, the CCTV sign had been removed.  Knowsley 
Council is to cut the wild flowers back and to fill the fence gaps with bushes.   
 
It was resolved that the Green Flag Mystery Shopping – Interim Quality Assessment Report 
be noted.
