The
following matters were discussed:

Anti-social behaviour - Though Cronton was not a hot spot for anti-social behaviour issues,
however problems caused by people from outside of the village was a concern especially at
night time and when the weather improved. The Police was aware of the issue and recently an
operation took place on Cronton Road/Pex Hill quarry. This sent a message of zero tolerance
to anti-social behaviour in the area.

The Police would keep the
Council informed of speed enforcement operations in the area.

Police visibility - The importance of Police visibility was also discussed.
