PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Rat issue — Knowsley Council no longer issued rat poison for free. With the prolonged wet
weather the extent of rat problem was a concern. Rat issue is a borough wide problem and
Knowsley Council was looking at it. Residents should be vigilant and not leave out any edible
rubbish. United Utilities would also be request to address the issue i.e. sewer baiting.

CRONTON GALA COMMITTEE

Two new members of the Gala Committee gave a briefing on the recent changes to the
Committee. There were 6 new members including the Chairperson and the Treasurer. The
Committee would be properly constituted and financially accountable. It aimed to get the whole
community involved and to bring the Committee up-to-date to meet current needs. Activities
would be organised throughout the year.

The Council appreciated the contribution of the Gala Committee and would continue its support
for the Committee.

WARD COUNCILLOR’S REPORTS

(a) The smiley face speed detector (calibrated to 20 mph) would be reinstalled in Cronton.

(b) Whiston Town Council objected to the planning proposal for 4 numbers of semi-detached
dwellings at Holly Farm, Chapel Lane.

(c) The power supply to Coronation Gardens would be reinstalled in time for the tree lighting.
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(d) Knowsley Council had been informed to remove the rubbished left behind the shops.
