New, high-quality and affordable homes in the Borough
will deliver local improvements and new facilities for the
existing community while protecting the green spaces
that matter to you. As our plans continue to evolve,

we want to work with Halton residents, politicians,

and stakeholders to develop a scheme that has been
shaped by feedback from the community and make
our site a thriving addition to the community.
